Double rail track into PSA Genova Pra’ opens – inaugural ceremony

Genoa, 29 January 2020 – Today, PSA Genova Pra’ inaugurated the double rail track connecting the container terminal  to the Genova Pra’ Mare RFI rail hub.

The Managing Director of PSA Italy, Giuseppe Danesi, presided over the opening ceremony, together with the Governor of Regione Liguria, Giovanni Toti, the President of the Port Authority, Paolo Emilio Signorini, the Mayor of Genoa, Marco Bucci, the President of the Local West Municipality, Claudio Chiarotti and RFI’s Director of Investments, Vincenzo Macello. They were joined by the shipping community stakeholders, PSA management, and the terminal labour organisations.

The infrastructure was built by Rete ferroviaria Italiana and Italferr – part of the Gruppo FS Italiane – in collaboration with the subcontractors and the full support of the Port Authority, PSA and all the rail operators, in a 30 million- euro investment programme.
Today’s inauguration celebrates the first of a range of major rail infrastructure works, implemented by the Port Authority and RFI,  to upgrade rail connections in the port basins of Pra’ and Sampierdarena.

The plan includes the refurbishment of the eastern rail hub of Voltri Mare and the introduction of a double rail track into the  PSA Terminal. 

Works are now underway to complete the range of planned works by December 2020, including the installation of an additional two new rail tracks (from four to six), the construction of a level crossing between road and rail traffic, a new customs gate and the upgrading of the signalling systems. This will be followed by a further increase in the number of tracks and the extension of the length of the tracks to 750 metres.

The double rail track in/out of PSA terminal and the new layout of the rail hub are set to contribute to doubling the throughput handling capacity, in a resolve to reduce critical bottlenecks and thereby equip the port facility to cater for the projected increased demand in trade.

The new connection between PSA terminal and the RFI rail hub is in line with investments already carried out by PSA Genova Pra’ and with the future investment plans of the terminal operator, which foresee the purchase of two new rail mounted cranes to be installed in the rail yard.

PSA Genova Pra’ rail terminal, directly connected to the stacking area and  quay, currently offers a weekly capacity of 120 trains. The terminal is connected to major Italian destinations in the North East (Padua, Verona, Reggio Emilia and Rubiera) and in the North West (Rivalta Scrivia and Milan), in addition to Switzerland and Central Europe (Basel) across a rail service operated directly by PSA Genova Pra’.

The PSA Group, with its long-standing commitment to environmental issues and process optimization, firmly believes that the development of rail operations is essential to the continuous improvement of its customer services and the development of a broader national logistics network.
